BRINGING MAIL TO THE DOORSTEP

How Home Delivery Came to Terrace Park

For nearly a century, most Terrace Park residents made
a familiar daily trip to the post office to collect their
mail. Although the U.S. Postal Service introduced free
home delivery in 1863, beginning with major cities and
rolling out across the country through 1900, our village
continued to rely on post office pickup well into the

20th century.

That changed in the late 1950s. By then, home mail

delivery had become standard across most of the
country, but Terrace Park didn't follow suit until much later. It was not until April 1959—almost
100 years after home delivery began nationally—that the idea was seriously considered here.

In January of 1993, 'Office Barry' was sworn in as Terrace Park's first canine police
officer. Barry was a full-blooded Dutch German shepherd given to the Terrace

Park Police Department by the American Police Dog Academy, primarily for use in

Barry's handler, Sargent Mike Wright, needed to learn some Dutch words and
phrases. Police dogs were trained to respond to commands in a foreign
language, so as not to be distracted by orders given in English by anyone else.
According to Wright, 'This is a brand new experience for me - I'm the rookie and

Barry is the experienced police officer'.

Barry was also trained to locate missing persons and help apprehend suspects.
According to the article, one of his other duties was to visit the Terrace Park
Elementary School. We wonder if any of our readers ever encountered Officer

MAIL DELIVERY CONTINUED

The push for this change came from a familiar face: my grandmother, Effie Miller.
Effie served as postmaster from 1950 to 1972, and it was her initiative that got
the ball rolling. She reached out to the leaders at the Post Office Department to
request home delivery for Terrace Park, a change that would ultimately bring

convenience to every resident’s doorstep.

Effie and my grandfather, Stanley Miller, were deeply rooted in Terrace Park life.
They moved to their Miami Avenue home in 1937— a year made memorable by
the devastating Ohio River floods that left Wooster Pike impassable. Effie’s role as
postmaster kept the community connected, while Stanley, who served as village
clerk and devoted himself to documenting local history, preserved its collective

memory.

Over the years, Stanley assembled more than a dozen scrapbooks filled with

clippings, photographs, and articles about Terrace Park and its people. These

volumes capture both major events and everyday life, offering a vivid record of a village that has always valued its sense of community.

KIDNAPPED BY THE CIRCUS?

This story, about a possible kidnapping, was brought to our attention by Richard Reid, archivist for
Vorhees College in Denmark, South Carolina.

In October 1879, the Robinson Circus arrived in the town of Orangeburg, South Carolina.
According to the Orangeburg Times and Democrat, dated January 10, 1911, a little girl named
Lizzie Cain who was five years old and “a very smart and bright child for her age” disappeared
during one of the performances. "A search was immediately instituted, but no tidings of the

missing child ever came to the much-distressed mother and father."

"Every nook and corner of the circus and sideshow tents were thoroughly searched for the

missing child, but nowhere could she be found". Friends of the family even followed the Circus

to its next destination in Augusta, to no avail.

"The family mourned the lost little girl for many years but time, the great healer, finally reconciled them to their great sorrow and the little
girl was given up as one dead". Then, 30 years later, the John Robinson Circus visited Orangeburg once again. One of the performers was
a young woman who, according to visitors, very much resembled members of the Cain family. "It soon became noised about that this

young woman was no other than the little girl who had been kidnapped some thirty years before."

"The matter was called to the attention of the city mail carrier, O.D. Cain, a brother of the little girl that had been kidnapped. In the hope
of finding his sister Mail Carrier Cain visited the young woman on the circus grounds and sought an interview with her, which she readily
granted. The young woman did not seem to know much about her early life. She did not know where she was born or who her mother
was, as she had never known her mother. While she was not able to say whether she had been kidnapped or not, she said from her
earliest recollection she had been traveling with the John Robinson Circus and that she was known by the name of Lizzie M. Lewis by her

associates in the show."
"After a visit to the Cain family in 1911, Lizzie expressed the opinion that she was the little girl who had been kidnapped.”

The story leaves many questions unanswered. How would a member of the Robinson Circus abduct a child in broad daylight and get
away with it, and how would she have lost all memories of her childhood and family? So much time has passed that these questions will

probably never be answered, but perhaps one day the truth will come to light.

TERRACE PARK HIGH SCHOOL TRIP TO WASHINGTON D.C.

Terrace Park High School Students in Washington, March 1955

In March 1955, the junior and senior high school students of Terrace Park High School took
a school trip to Washington D.C. They traveled by B&O Railroad and stayed at the Willard
Hotel.

One might be surprised that a group of high school students were provided lodging at one

of the oldest and most luxurious hotels in Washington.

Since it's founding in 1816, many presidents
had stayed there along with famous guests P.
T. Barnum, Mark Twain, Walt Whitman, Samuel

Morse, the Duke of Windsor, Harry Houdini,

Gypsy Rose Lee, Gloria Swanson, Emily
Dickinson, Jenny Lind, and Charles Dickens.

The hotel is listed on the National Register of
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and it was the setting of several movies

including 'Minority Report’, 'Contact’, and 'Captain America - the Winter Soldier'.
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In 1955 the hotel offered a 'Fountain Pen Hospital', a fur salon, a telegraph office, and a
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public stenographer(who could transcribe in shorthand). Transportation could be arranged
for railroad, steamship, bus, 'pullman’ (railroad sleeper cars) and four airlines: American,

Capitol, Northwest and Trans World.
