New Moped 
Law Going 
Into Effect 

New state laws governing 
the operation of motorized 
bicycles (mopeds) take effect 
April 1, and Police Chief Ron 
Pottorf is distributing sum­
maries of the new rules. 

The new regulations re­
quire that operators be 14 
years or more in age, and hold 
either valid driver's licenses 
or special moped licenses 
issued to those between the 
ages of 14 and 18. No person 
under 14 is permitted to use a 
motorized bike on any public 
roadway or any private pro­
perty used by the public for 
vehicular traffic or parking. 

Although no driving test is 
required, those between 14 
and 18 must pass a written 
test on motor vehicle laws 
and signs. The tests will be 
given at any State Highway 
Patrol driver license exam­
ination station, and no ap­
pointment is needed in order 
to take the test. With that test 
passed, an applicant may 
then obtain a license from any 
issuing agency, but a parent 
or guardian must accompany 
the applicant to sign the 
formal application. 

A moped license, like a 
driver's license, can be sus­
pended for violating motor 
vehicle laws. 

While a moped operator 
must be licensed, no license 
or license plate is required for 
the moped itself .
