Village council concluded

Council ActsToSeek

7.04 Mill Tax Levy

Village council acted formally at its April meeting to put a
7.04 mill levy on the November ballot. The levy would renew an
expiring 6.52 mill levy, and add .52 mills.

Council expects also to ask for renewal of a five mill levy
which expires next year. Together the two would make the

total village level 12.04 mills,
which Councilman Edward
Harness said would involve to
a 5.6 per cent increase in
actual tax dollars now being
paid.

Harness said budget pro-
jections indicate that the
village would fall short of its
financial needs within the
next three years if the levies
are not passed, calling for
sharp reductions in village
services.

Mayor Rad Cadwallader
and other councilmen said
they felt the village levy may
be among the highest in the
county; Terrace Park has no
village income tax and makes
no charge for garbage and
trash coilections.

On recommendation of Carl
Lindell, village engineer and
building inspector, council
accepted amendments to the
county electrical code, over-
looked in recent building

Some Tips On How To Avoid Being A Victim

Expressing relief that Ter-
race Park has so far not been
involved in the recent suc-
cession of crimes concerning
women, Police Chief Ron
Pottorf has compiled this list
of suggestions to make wo-
men aware of the problem
and what they can do to avoid
being victimized:

1) Should you see a sus-.
picious person in the area,
call the police. (Try to get a

description of the person and
the vehicle, license number if
possible without going too
close to the vehicle.)
2) Do not walk alone and
avoid dark streets and those
with heavy shrubbery.
3) If a person in a vehicle
stops you, walk away into the
yards of home and the way
“‘opposite the car is facing.
This will force the driver to get
out or back up to reach you.

4) Should the person get out
of the car, start screaming
and knocking on doors.

5) If you are driving and
notice you are being follow-
ed, keep moving until you see
an open business, pull in and
call the local law enforcement
agency. Wait for officers to
arrive or someone to come
and meet you. Do not count
on the person going on and
resume your travels alone.

6) Never hitch-hike under any
conditions.

7) If you walk to school or
work, even from the parking
lot, try to work out a buddy
plan and do it with a friend or
co-worker.

8) When home alone and
receiving a phone call, never
tell a strange caller that you
are home alone.
