New School Superintendent
Makes Home In Terrace Park

But Donald Thompson is
not just a new neighbor in
Terrace Park, he is the new
superintendent of Mariemont
Schools.

While Dr. Thompson may
seem young to be the man at
the helm, his youth and en-
thusiasm are definitely as-
sets. He comes to us emin-
ently qualified both in educ-
ational background and re-
vious work experience. He
holds a B.S. in Business
Administration from Witten-
berg University; a M.A. from
Wright State in Educational
Administration; and a Ph.D.
from Bowling Green, also in
Educational Administration.

Even more impressiveis the
fact that his individual re-
search and publications have
been in areas of education
which are of current concern
not only in Mariemont but in
the entire state. His recent
doctoral dissertation dealt
with an alternative to the
property tax funding educ-
ation. At a time when the
constitutionality of the Ohio
property tax is being ques-
tioned, itis significant that Dr.
Thompson’s ideas are among
those being considered in
Columbus.

In his career as an educ-
ator, Dr. Thompson first ser-
ved in Springfield, Ohio. His
positions ran the gamut from
high school teacher and
coach through administrator
in Staff Evaluation and Pro-
gram Development. One ex-
perience he especially en-
joyed was as the Director of
Research and Communic-
ations. In this capacity he
worked with citizens of
Springfield, identifying what
they wanted in their schools.

Most recently, Dr. Thomp-
son served as superintendent
of schools in Pleasant Hills,
Ohio. There he initiated a
program which he plans to
continue here, called “Super-
intendent’s Open House.” He
designates a specific time
each week that he is available
to be called or seen by any-
one in the district who has a
concern to discuss with him.
He hopes to have a close
working relationship not only
with the schools and the
students but also with the
parents. In fact, he will be at
the Terrace Park P.T.A. meet-
ing on October 18.

Asked to state his philos-
ophy of education, Dr. Thom-
pson replied,

“Foremost we need to pro-
vide basics in terms of educ-
ation: mathematics, reading,
writing and verbal commun-
ication skills. Second, we
must foster student and par-
ent interests. By that | mean
we must provide students
with exploratory opportun-
ities so that they can de-
termine their interests, whe-
ther they are college-bound

or interested in vocational
training. Third, we must try to
provide an educational sys-
tem that can maximize the
potential of the clientele we
serve. Here in Mariemont we
have a great potential, one
indication being that most of
our students are reading two
grade levels above their grade
placement.”

When asked what he views
the most immediate concern
in the Mariemont system, Dr.
Thompson stressed the con-
tinuity of curriculum.

“The high school advanced
math teacher must know how
math was taught in the se-
cond grade; the third grade
teacher must be able to relate
his program to what was
taught the year before. We
need a well-defined, inter-
lated kindergarten-through-
grade 12 curriculum. To fur-
ther this end, we will be
involved with an in-service

program in which staff mem- -

bers visit other buildings and
levels to find out what is being
done.

- “l am also concerned that
we coordinate the education
of children in three elemen-
tary schoo.s so that they enter
the middle school at com-
parable levels.”

An advocate of neighbor-
hood elementary schools, Dr.
Thompson is aware that
many parents are concerned
about the middle school con-
cépt and the open teaching
methods of the high school.
He offered these comments:

“The middle school years
are the years for exploration.
They are a difficult time for
children as well as parents.

Our hope is that the middle
school students arrive well-
founded in the basics so that
they are ready for new educa-
tional experiences.

“As for the openness of the
high school, | have personal
feelings that structure must
come from the educational
program. The high school
must work for each student. If
itis not working now, then we
have to come up with a
program that does work. We
must consider requiring stu-
dents to reach certain com-
petency levels before pro-
motion.

“This year we are initiating
a special reading program at
the high school. Aimed at
ninth and tenth grade stu-
dents, it is a concentrated
effort to increase reading
comprehension. It is a step
toward maximizing the po-
tential of each student.”

Budget figures submitted

to the county auditor show a
rise in the amount to be raised
from local taxation despite
the inflow of state and federal
funds.

The proportion was 49% in
1976 when the village spent
$251,756, 46% in 1977 when
expenses were $271,027, 49%
estimated for 1978 with ex-
penditures estimated at
$260,580.

Terrace Park’s property
valuation for the coming year
is put at $12,408,400 for real
estate and utility properties
and $92,880 for personal
property for a total
of $12,497,980.
