Protests Here Stall
Road ‘Upgrading’

About fifty people heard
Donald Schram, Hamilton
County engineer, unveil a
plan for upgrading Round
Bottom Road at the February
meeting of Little Miami Inc.,
February 6. Mostly negative
reaction was voiced by Little
Miami's Lower Council mem-
bers and the Terrace Park
residents present to the pre-
liminary drawings prepared
by Balke Engineers.

The work is being proposed,
to accommodate traffic from'
the growing development in
the Broadwell-Ancor Road
area.

Upgrading would begin
just west of Broadwell Road

and continue to the Clermont
County line. The present 18
foot roadway would be rebuiit
to a standard 24 foot two-lane
road. Projected cost is over
$2,000,000. Work would be
scheduled for 1981 and be
financed with county and
federal road money.

The most controversial
point concerns the pinch
point (see A on map) near the
confluence of the Little Miami
River and East Fork, where
the railroad, hill and road
converge. Balke offered three

the river.

Opposition to any recon-
struction was voiced by mem-
bers of Littie Miami, who fear
an influx of truck traffic along
Round Bottom would be det-
rimental to the environment.

275, there is concern that it
would be inevitable should

4 Round Bottom.

Many citizens questioned

 the possibility of cutting

across the open area near the
N & W R.R. (see B on map) to
connect to Ohio 32. Schram
indicated that opposition
from Newtown and Mt. Car-
mel, plus time and costs in
obtaining rights-of-way, would
put a new road far into the
80s.

However, because of ob-
jections voiced by LMI, at-
tempts to find a more pal-
atable solution are being
sought as an alternativetothe
Round Bottom project by the
industries involved.

Schram and Balke's eng-
ineer, Chandra Shaw, also
showed preliminary drawings
for replacing bridges at New-
town Road near Wooster Pike
(C on map).

Costs are estimated at
$2,300,000 and would be
financed by 70% federal
funds and 30% county $5 auto
license tax dollars. Construc-
tion time will be approxi-
mately a year and a halif.
