We're In Trouble 
Village Views faces an 

uncertain future because 
of lack of support in last 
month's annual appeal for 
contributions. 

At the June deadline, 
Business Manager Jan 
McAllister reported 110 
contributions for a total of 
$700, which means that 
only one-seventh of the 
households in the village 
contributed to a paper 

distributed free to all. 
It costs almost $350 a 

month for typesetting, 
printing and delivery. Ad-
vertising support has been 
excellent, but there's a 
catch. The more adver-
tising we carry the less 
space is available for 
village news, but if we 
curtail advertising our 
position becomes even 
more perilous.

Village council is contem-
plating a $30,000 cut in the 
village budget for 1985 to be 
acted on at the July 10 meet-
ing. Council action will follow 
a public hearing to be held at 
7 p.m. on that date. 

The proposed budget totals 
$528,891 as against this year's 
$560,289. Anticipated rev-
enues in 1985 are $529,888. 

The proposed budget takes 
no account-of $135,000 in 
estate taxes the village ex-
pects to receive in August. 

"At the July hearing I'm 
going to be soliciting com- 

ment on ideas for using the 
money," said Finance Chair-
man Bob Payne, "but I don't 
feel comfortable including it 
in the budget at this point." 

He noted that when the 
money is received, it would be 
feasible for council to amend 
this year's budget to reduce 
or pay off the $80,000 debt 
remaining on village pur-
chase of the BBS property. It 
could also, he said, amend 
the 1985 budget to set aside 
the balance for fire equip-
ment purchase. Tax abate-
ment also is among the poss- 

ibilities. 
Savings in the proposed 

1985 budget are almost wholly 
reflected in a cut in payment 
in the BBS debt note held by 
the Central Trust Co., and in 
payment to the Hamilton 
County Communications 
Center. Costs are up in most 
other categories, with the 
budget proposing a $900 
salary increase for the village 
clerk and $300 additional for 
the mayor.
