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New Trees

To Go In
This Fall

Replacements for trees
razed early this year will be
planted this fall, Councilman
Jack Schmidt reported to the
September council meeting.

Council accepted a bid of
$6,700 for the work from
Ammons Landscaping Co., of
Boone City, Ky., making it an
emergency action so that
planting can be done by mid-
October. Locations already
have been marked.

Of the 110 trees to be set
out, lacebark elms wiil go
along Elm Avenue except in
the stretch above the main-
tenance area where Aristo-
crat pears will go. Red maples
are to be pianted along Am-
herst, river birch along Miami,
sweet gum on Cambridge,
and scarlet oaks along Ter-
race Place. Schmidt said the
scarlet oak planting may be
detayed until spring, how-
ever, because of the feeling
among some tree experts that
the species takes hold better
with spring planting.

Schmidt said Ammens, who
did the plantings at Kings
Island, was the only bidder to
offer all the varieties called for
by Steve Sandfort, the village
tree consultant. Others offer-
ed substitutions.

Planning the second year's
work in the five-year program
being financed by a special
levy, Schmidt said trees on
Western, Home, Myrtle, Floral,
Yale and Lexington Avenues
will be inspected this fail, with
any necessary removal or
pruning to be done in Feb-
ruary or March. Bids will be
opened on that work in Jan-
uary.

Some cross streets were
originally planted with double
rows of trees. Schmidt said
replacements over the years
will provide only a single row.

With some concern having
been expressed over pruning
of new trees to allow for utility
wires, Schmidt said trees
being chosen are those known
to tolerate judicious pruning,
or of upper twiggy growth
that causes few problems.

Fence Law Revision
Proposed for Village

Councilman Rich Gilchrist announced at the September
council meeting that he intends to propose revision of the
village’s fence ordinance, a focus of controversy over many
years.

Currently, fences may be no higher than four feet in front
and side yards and six feet in back yards, with 30% open space
required in all fencing. The councilman said Mariemont,
Madeira, Indian Hill and Hamilton County rules require the
same heights with 75% open space in front and side yards, but
with no opening requirement in the rear.

Gilchrist said he felt a corresponding change would
eliminate most of the fencing probiems in the village.

The proposal will be submitted to the Planning & Zoning
Commission. If approved there, it will face a public hearing and

" three readings in council.

Corey To Stay On Job

A flurry developed when a resolution was offered thanking
Bob Corey for his services as building inspector, following his
resignation.

Corey objected to the resolution, saying he had resigned
only when he learned that use of the Hamilton County
inspector was being considered and on finding that his files
had been removed.

Gilchrist urged Corey to reconsider and apologized for what
he called a misunderstanding, saying that the commission had
only considered using the county inspector should Corey not
be available, and that the files had been taken by Mayor Les
Overway for study.

Several Councilmen and Police Chief Ron Pottorf praised
Corey’s work and Corey left the meeting saying he would
“think about it.”

He later told Village Viewsthe accepted the expianations and
would remain in office.

Golden Pheasant Issue Pushed

A large delegation of members of a new property owners’
group attended the meeting to continue protests against noise
from the Golden Pheasant.

Ted Swenson, as spokesman, said that 70 families had
indicated support of the effort and invited further participation,
saying that “we have {ost this summer but we are determined
not to lose next summer.”

He reported that he and Gordon Lumley have filed public
nuisance charges in the case, but hearings have been deilayed
by continuances.

Current emphasis is on efforts to- have the Ohio Liquor
Control Board deny renewal of a permit for outdoor service of
intoxicants at the inn. Councilman Bob Payne reported that
the county commissioners had filed an objection to renewal
and Swenson urged residents to continue to file complaints
with the county commission.

Council Responds to Critics

Calling allegations either “confused reasoning or malicious
stander,” Gilchrist answered charges by Marilyn Bullock made
at the last council meeting and in a letter to Village Views.

Council recently rejected, by a tie vote, a proposaltorezone
the toll house property on Wooster Pike for a landscaping
business. Gilchrist read a letter from Warren Pence denying
that Gilchrist had threatened harm to his son’s business if the
zoning matter should be pushed further. Counciimen Bob
Payne and Bill Konold agreed that they had waiked and
inspected the property with Gilchrist.

Council’s objectors to rezoning had argued that extending
business zoning would weaken attempts to biock further
expansion. But it was denied that efforts had been made to
instill fears of location of a dog kennel on adjoining property.

But Sally Pschesang, speaking for Mrs. Bullock who was not
present, said that the accusations were accurate and that
council was acting through “fear, falsehoods and intimida-
tions.” She objected to Mrs. Bullock’s letter to Village Views
having been “cleared” through council. Mayor Overway said
the letter had been shown to council forthemtorespondifthey
wished and that in no way had any “clearance” been intended.
He said he strongly resented what he called a reflection onthe
integrity of Ellis Rawnsley, editor of the paper.

In response to a letter from Bolton Drackett suggesting
updating of current sewage disposal ordinances, Gilchrist
reported that he had consulted with the Hamilton County
Health Department and learned that the existing septic tank
and dry well system is “perfectly acceptable.” He said he felt
that no changes were needed at this time.
