To the Editor: 
On Tuesday, May 7, the voters 
of Terrace Park will be asked 
to support their schools. The 
Board of Education is re-
questing an increase of 6.9E 
mills for current operating 
expenses. When the last re-
quest for new money was 
made in 1979, the board 
promised to go for three years 
without another operating 
levy; and, in fact, it went for 
six years. During a time of 
double-digit inflation, the 
school board was able to 
keep the budget at a 5.5% 
average yearly increase. 
Surely this is an indication of 
prudent fiscal responsibility. 

While the school board has 
been very careful with our 
money, they are receiving 
roughly the same amount of 
state aid in 1985 as they were 
before the increase in state 
income tax. In fact, only 
12.33% of the total Mariemont 
school budget comes from 
state foundation money. 
Some people think the state 
lottery is providing major 
funding to the schools; but 
unfortunately, only 5% of the 
total cost of education in 
Ohio is financed by the lot-
tery. While the lottery cer-
tainly helps, it does not sup-
ply the kind of money people 
have been led to believe. 

The Mariemont City School 
District has been a source of 
pride for the community. In 
both 1984 and 1985, the 
Mariemont High School was 
one of only ten schools in 
Ohio nominated for recog-
nition for excellence by the 
State Department of Educa-
tion. This year it is one of only 
143 high schools in the entire 
country to be reviewed by the 
United States Department of 
Education for the National 
Exemplary School Award. 
This certainly reflects a high 
level of academic compe-
tence. 

In a community where less 
than half the homes have 
school-aged children, it is 
important to emphasize that 
the school issue must be 
viewed as an investment by 
ALL the residents. It is a fact 
that good schools protect 
property values. They make 
Terrace Park a desirable 
place to live, reduce van-
dalism and crime, and are a 
source of pride. 

Terrace Park is a unique 
village which evokes thoughts 
of a tu rn-of-the-centu ry town. 
Our community has always 
stood behind its children and 
supported their education. 

So it is really in this tra-
dition that we in Terrace Park

On May 7th, Terrace Park 
residents, along with those ir 
Mariemont and Fairfax, wi 
be deciding on a new prop 
erty tax increase. The Marie 
mont School District's record 
on these issues has been 
outstanding in the past. But is 
a tax increase the answer now 
and in the future? 

In years gone by, a home-
owner in the Park could rest 
assured that property values 
were keeping pace with rising 
values throughout Cincinnati. 
The available inventory of 
homes was very low and the 
waiting list at the swim club 
was long. Tax levies were 
passed easily. 

In 1985, there is heavy 
inventory of homes available, 
and they are moving slowly, if 
at all. The president of a large 
real estate firm cites Terrace 
Park's proximity to shopping, 
and interstates, as well as the.  
highest taxes in the county, 
as reasons for the decisive 
drop in popularity. There is 
nothing we can do to move 
the interstates or the shop-
ping malls. 

In every part of American 
economy, budgets have been 
cut. From the federal govern-
ment to the local gift shops, it 
was realized that what worked 
in the 60s and 70s would not 
work in the 80s. Ask Chrysler, 
General Motors or Ford. 
Check with U.S. Steel or the 
farmers. Belt-tightening is the 
watch-phrase. In order to 
survive we cannot rely on 
outdated attitudes. We must 
ask the school board to ex-
plore new ways of saving 
money. 

To add to our present taxes 
may be a short term answer, 
but our problems are long 
term. Our decreasing enroll-
ment and lack of an industrial 
base are not likely to change 
dramatically. Higher taxes 
would make it even more 
difficult to attract buyers to 
our area, a task which is 
already hard enough.

Property Sale Assured 
By Zoning Variance 
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Grappling further with odd-
sized lots, the village Zoning 
Board of Appeals has granted 
a variance enabling Dr. Paul 
Pschesang to sell property at 
Wooster and Western for 
building purposes. 

The issue arose when 
Wayne Klekamp arranged to 
buy Dr. Pschesang's former 
dental office building and two 
adjoining lots. 

A major factor in the de-
cision was an Ohio Supreme 
Court ruling that a zoning 
ordinance is unreasonable 
and confiscatory if, in effect, 
it renders useless a lot platted 
before adoption of the or-
dinance. 

The issue arose when 
Wayne Klekamp made his 
purchase of Dr. Pschesang's 
former dental office buildin 
and two adjacent lots con-
ditional upon the two lots 
being buildable. The lot at the 
corner falls short of the cur-
rent 12,000 square-foot lot 
requirement. Dr. Pschesang, 
however, bought the lot in 
1960, and the current zoning 
code was not adopted until 
1963. 

Neighbors Tom Hastenske, 
Jim Rauth and George Ka-
huda opposed the variance at 
an earlier hearing. Former 
mayor Charles Rockel, a 
member of the zoning ap-
peals board, said then he was 
uncomfortable about voting 
for a variance without know-
ing what the builder had in 
mind. He was not present, 
however, when the board 
voted 4-0 to grant the var-
iance on March 13. 

A similar issue pending 
before the board concerns a 
50-foot lot at 722 Yale Avenue 
owned by Paul Kennedy. That 
lot also was platted before 
passage of the present or-
dinance mandating an 85-
foot minimum. Documents 
submitted indicated that the 
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nized as a buildable lot by the 
Planning & Zoning Com-
mission in 1981 under a 
"grandfather" clause. 

The appeals board, at its 
March meeting, also ruled 
that plans of Randy Casteel to 
extend his garage at 819 
Wooster Pike did not violate 
village regulations. It said a 
building permit shoulc be 
granted for the addition.
