The Rev. Richard A. Kautz,
curate at St. Aidan’s Church
in Boulder, Colorado, has
named assistant rector at St.

In more serious ¢'ime, the
report noted a clean slate,
with 14 arrests clearing 14 fel-
ony reports.

In addition to arrests, Ter-
race Park officers issued
1,176 warnings, responded to
or initiated 5,005 details and
made 17,847 security checks.

Work done under the option
given those convicted in
drunk driving was down
slightly from 1984, when 3,416
man-hours of work in effect
contributed $39,284 to the vil-
lage. The program was
started in 1983, when drivers
worked only 816 hours, sav-
ing the village $9,384.

The offenders are credited
at $4 an hour. The saving to
the village is figured at $11.50
an hour, whichincludes work-
mens’ compensation, insur-
ance and other benefits the
village otherwise would have
to pay.

Convicted drunken drivers
gave 2,929 man-hours of work
to the village of Terrace Park
in 1985, rather than spend
time in jail, according to Po-

lice Chief Ron Pottorf's an-
nual report. That, he figured,
saved the village $33,672 cver
what it would have cost to do
the work otherwise.

Much of the work consisted
of cutting, splitting and deliv-
ering fireplace logs in con-
nection with the village tree
renewal program.

In addition to the work op-
tion, thereport noted, mayor’s
court assessed $87,378 in
fines against the 1,702 per-
sons cited to court during the
year. Thefigurewas up nearly
$13,000 over the $74,171 col-
lected in 1984, and over dou-
ble the 1980 figure of $36,981.

Speeding and drunk driving
continued to dominate traffic
arrests. Of atotal of 1,400 traf-
fic arrests during theyear, 875
were for speeding — up from
the 536 arrests in 1984 — 118
for driving while under the
influence of alcohol as
against 108 in the previous
year. There were 109 arrests
for license plate violations,
and 68 drivers picked up for
driving while under suspen-
ion.

osal Draws Concern Here

Terrace Park and Little
Miami, Inc. are keeping an eye
on Milford plans to develop a
250 acre tract bordered by |-
275, the east fork of Little
Miami River and Round Bot-
tom Road.

The plan involves complet-
ing and opening the unused
westbound US 50 exit ramp
off 1-275. The interchange
wasto havelinked-275with a
new US 50 located approxi-
mately on the line of the pres-
ent Round Bottom Road. Stiff
protests from Terrace Park,
other communities and Little
Miami led the State Highway
Department to abandon the
long-standing project.

Now, according to Milford
Councilman Gary Knepp, the
new development proposal
has received tentative federal
approval, although, he said,
federal funding must await
approval of the plans by the
Ohio-Kentucky-Indiana Reg-
ional Council of Govern-
ments. Work may start in
spring of 1987.

The ramp now ends in a
cornfield. Miiford is seeking
to have it opened to provide
the major access to a pro-
posed industrial park.

Littie Miami's primary con-
cern, according to its director,
Eric Fartee, is potential poliu-
tion of the River.

Terrace Park is concerned
