Levy Renewal Urged 
Urging villagers to give 100% support for renewal of 

a village operating levy in the November voting, 
Councilman Bob Payne, chairman of the finance 
committee, issued this statement: 

"It is very easy to take our finances for granted. Each 
of the last three major financial surprises in the 10 years 
I've been involved in village finance has been offset by 
unusual estate tax receipts or some other fortuitous 
financial event. 

We are now terminating the 1.6 mill tree levy a year 
early. In September we passed up the opportunity to 
tack on $5 to the license plate fees. We have been able 
to persist in watching the pennies which in turn has 
enabled us to gradually catch up on street resurfacing. 
In short, we might give the appearance of being perhaps 
too comfortable. On the contrary, we are right where we 
think we should be - keeping expenditures focused on 
essential services and carefully balanced with revenues. 

The 3.11 mill levy is much needed to maintain this 
balance until the end of 1988. At that time we'll be back 
on the ballot with several larger renewal levies and, if 
necessary, a small increase. 

It is, I know, 'politically unwise' to be talking about an 
increase a year or two away, but I bring this up now to 
underscore the candor with which we try to handle our 
village finances. 

Please be sure to vote for the 3.11 mill levy on 
November 3."

Mayor Les Overway noted that 
council, by its action, was 
fulfilling a committment made 
at the time the windfalls made 
the work speed-up possible, 
adding that "everybody should 
feel good" about the outcome. 

Discussing the tree program, 
Councilman Randy Casteel 
said that an inspection along 
with Steve Sandfort, village 
tree consultant, had deter-
mined that 12 more trees 
needed to be removed and 
seven others given corrective 
pruning in the continuing 
maintenance program. He ad-
ded that Sandfort will make 
another inspection to check 
on newly-planted trees which 
suffered during the drought. 

Casteel reported as well 
that he and Sandfort were "not 
satisfied" with pruning done in 
the village by Cincinnati Gas 
& Electric Co. crews, and that 
Sandfort was setting up guide- ,  
lines concerning such work. 

He reported also that tulip 
poplar trees scheduled for 
planting or replanting on 
Myrtle and Park Avenues will 
be planted in the spring of 
1988. Several tulip poplars 
planted last fall did not 
survive, and Casteel said that 
Sandfort and the Davey Tree 
Co. had agreed that spring 
planting was advisable to 
assure success of that species. 

Addressing council at the 
opening of the meeting, Dick 
Mittendorf urged council to 
consider development of a 
master plan for undeveloped 
areas existing or likely to be 
annexed, to provide for what 
he said he preferred to call 
patio homes rather than con-
dominiums, "not high rises." 
He said a plan could benefit 
older residents who would 
stay in Terrace Park if they 
could be relieved of the 
burden of caring for or 
arranging for care of exten-
sive yards. 

But Mayor Overway said 
any such action would "fly in 
the face" of a strong commu-
nity feeling in favor of exclu-
sively single-family homes with 
ample open space. Council-
man Rich Gilchrist, planning 
and zoning chairman, added 
that the village Planning & 
Zoning Commission had con-
sidered various annexation 
proposals, but concluded that 
"the chances are very slim." 

In other actions, council: 
• Heard from Village Ad-

ministrator Ron Pottorf that 
owners of the Stop 'n Go store 
deny rumors that they are 
planning 24-hour operation 
which, in any event, he said 
was prohibited by village 
ordinance. 

• Heard from Pottorf and 
Casteel that the new village 
building is expected to be 
ready for occupancy by mid-
November. 

• Heard from Fire Chief 
Pierce Matthews that James 
Ecker, 622 Myrtle, has been 
recruited as a volunteer fire-
man, with the comment from 
Councilman Jack Schmidt, 
safety commission chairman, 
that both the fire department 
and life squad are "looking 
good," although the life squad 
still needs more members.
