Stung by a charge that it had
been dragging its feet, village coun-
cil at its August meeting moved to
gatherfirmfigureson costsinvolved
in operating an interim village recy-
cling program.

Meantime, avolunteer Recycling
Action Committee headed by Julie
Rugh plans to circulate petitions
urging the setting up of such a pro-
gramand indicating resident willing-
ness to accept the costs involved.

Mayor Jack Schmidt and council
members voiced their support of
recycling in principle, but said that
the sticking points were the costs
involved and where a recycling bin
couldbe locatedto be convenientto
residents but still not an eyesore.

Rumpke Waste, Inc., the village
garbage contractor, reported sev-
eral months agothat it could provide
a bin, compartmented for paper,
glass and aluminum cans, at a
charge of $100 each time a con-
tainer was removed and replaced,
less a share of the recycling pro-
ceeds. There have been no esti-
mates as to how often that might
occur. The company also expects
to have a sorting plant in operation
in 12-18 months, obviatingthe need
for community recycling.

But Mrs. Rugh and others ofthe
dozen residents who attended the
meeting said numbers of residents
were recycling now and taking the
materials elsewhere, overloading
facilities in other communities, es-
pecially Indian Hill. Mrs. Rugh said
that amore convenient, local facility
would encourage more needed
recycling. Saying the group was
discouraged by lack of action, she
chargedcouncilwith "*having started
something but notfinishing the job.”

She added that the group had
firstthought of circulating a petition
to force council action, but decided
on a less-antagonistic approach.

Council grappled briefly with
problems arising from so-called
"invisible fences” for dog control -
buried wires emitting impulses.
Barbara Howland and Randy Cas-
teel noted that some wires have
been inadvertently installed in vil-
lagerights-of-wayandbrokeninthe
course of tree and road work. Mrs.
Howland said requiring permits
seemed impractical because of
survey costs involved, with Building
Inspector Tim Harth noting that
paving and right-of-way did not
necessarily coincide.

It
will be re-votedif Molloy determines
it needed a majority of council - four
votes - instead of only a majority of
those present.

Citing increasing costs, council
raised its 1990 budget by $11,000
to a total of $856,021. Most of the
increase - $8,000 - goes to the po-
lice department.

* Mayor Jack Schmidt reported
arequestfromaresidentforaflash-
ing light at the Wooster Pike -
Western Avenue intersection, but
Police Chief Bob Bacon said he had
learned that such an installation
would cost $14,000 - $15,000. In-
stead, he proposed close attention
to cross-walk markings and to po-
lice enforcement.

He addedthat all village
police officers have completedtrain-
ing in a new eye test technique for
checking suspected drunken driv-
ers, and completed a state two-day
courseincriminal investigation tech-
niques.

$30,000 heavy duty dump truck.
