Levy Passed But
Future Is Gloomy

Village council at its May meet-
ing voiced appreciation of village
passage of a 3.11 mill replacement
levy at the May primaries, but dis-
cussed at length budget problems
that could resultin a callforapproval
of an additional levy at the Novem-
ber elections.

It did, though, reduce the tree
assessment for next year from the
present $1 to 40 cents per $1,000 of
property valuation.

The replacement levy passed
by a 164 to 80 vote. Vice-mayor
Rusty Wilson, presiding in the ab-
sence of Mayor Jack Schmidt, said
he thought the 2-1 approval indi-
cated voter confidence in the village
administration, but he coupled that
with a note that the village is facing
ever-increasing costs while reve-
nues have been falling, largely
because of cutbacks in library and
local government funds received
from the state.

The possible need to ask for
another levy in November arose as
Councilman John Wenstrup, chair-
man of the finance commiitee, dis-
cussed the tentative village budget
for 1992, to be voted on in June.

As it stands, the budget calls
for $789,000 in expenses, against
anticipated revenues of $559,000,
wiping out the village cash reserve
which currently stands at $385,000.

Thereserve wasbuilt up largely
by windfalls in estate taxes, but
Wilson noted that revenues from
that source have dropped markedly
in recent years, while the reserve
has been depleted by capital ex-
penditures.

A suggestion that garbage col-
lection be put on an assessment
basis drew from Councilman John
Prues the comment that “Let’s not
kid ourselves. It's still a tax.”

Wenstrup said later he had
begun consultations with county tax
authorities on ways of meeting the
problem. Suggestionsincluded use
