Jenny Cardengreeted her Rus-
ian hostwiththe usual “Good morn-
g.”

“No, it's a bad morning,” he
nswered. “Gorbachev is no longer
resident.”

ltwas August 19. While most of
he world was waking up tothe news
f the coup, Jenny was listening to
ommands being shouted in the
treets of Moscow. Ten tanks rolled
ast her as she made her way to the
Vikitske Vorot, a small, indepen-
lent theater where she was study-
ng acting.

Even though reliable informa-
ion was almost impossible to come
Yy, Jenny gleaned enough to real-
ze “this was history happening.”
She skipped classes to stand at the

edges of the crowds and watch the
protests.

“| wanted to see the peoples’
faces,” she said.

Jenny isthe 19-year-olddaugh-
ter of Lynn and Doug Carden of
Terrace Place. She is a graduate of
Cincinnati’'s Schoolfor Creative and
Performing Arts and atheater major
at Northwestern University.

She earned her way to Moscow
by waiting tables at The Diner. Rus-
sian theater, known for its passion
anddiscipline, lived up to its reputa-
tion, Jenny said. But just as exciting
was the peoples’ campaign for de-
mocracy.

Day after day, she saw young
and old risking their lives. She saw
soldiers switching sides. She heard
the chanting of “Yeltsin, Yeltsin.”
She copied graffiti off the streets
into her notebook—eventhoughshe
didn’t know what it meant—and
broughthomebroadsheetsthatwere
circulated during the protests.

When Jenny left Moscow Au-
gust 29, after seven weeks of travel
and study, she realizedthatthe daz-
zling part of the 'second Russian
revolution’ was over. “But so much
of their struggle lies ahead,” she
said.

Terrace Park Girl Scouts were among the youth who marched inthe

parade. Some children decorated their bicycles and walked with their pets;
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increase which they said resuited
from the workings of new state leg-
islation which had not been figured
into the existing contract.

But Village Solicitor Bob Nalloy
said he feltthat legalities called fora
wholly new contract open to other
bidders. Counciiman John Prues
said he was confused by Rumpke
figures ranging from 55 cents to 73
cents increase per household per
month.,

He proposed, and council
agreed, to ask Rumpke for docu-
mentation of the extra costs, and to
proffer a new contract for council to
consider.

On his recommendation, coun-
cil took no action on a proposed
Rumpke three-year contract con-
cerning the village recycling bins.
the operation now is on a month-to-
month basis, with the village paying
$100 each time a filled bin is re-
moved and replaced.

Village Cierk Jan Popelka noted
that use of the bin has dropped by
half—to two changes a month—
since the bin was moved to the
village maintenance area. Casteel
said he is looking into possible tem-
porary repairs of the road into the
area to encourage more use.

__Meantime, Councilman_Dan
Startsman said the amount of tree
work to be done in the village may
call for restoration of some of the
special tree assessment which was
cut sharply this year.

While more work is needed, he
said the fall program had been re-
duced to the removal of only 25
trees, and the planting of 49 be-
cause of budget restraints. Overall,
he said, the village will have re-
moved 85 trees and planted 69 this
year.

Some money needs to be held
inreserve, he noted, for storm emer-
gencies which involve higher and
unexpected expenses.

Noting compliments on the PA
system on the village green on La-
bor Day, Startsman attributed the
improvement to the work, including
anew amplifier, to Doug Bosse, 809
Stanton, at no cost to the commu-
nity.

Council undertook also a study
of use of the Community Building,
after hearing that its building main-
tenance fund is already over bud-
get, with two months yet to go. Utili-
ties alone, Casteel noted, amounted
to $7,400 as against $6,800 for all of
1990.

Meantime, council authorized
a $6,000 increase in the building
and grounds budget.

Told that the Metropolitan
Sewer District wanted to send a
representative to discuss aproposed
interceptor sewer which the village
opposes, council called first for full
documentation so that it could be
prepared for the discussion.

The district asked recently for
the number of complaints concern-
ing septic systems now used in the
village.
