Residents speak out

asked Council to respond to two is-
sues concerning the building of the
garage on the Fletcher property at
221 Miami Avenue. Councilman
Stefan Olson responded by saying
that Council had already given him
their response pertaining to the tim-
ing of the garage permit and build-
ing. As to the present use of the
garage, Olson affirmed that Robert
Malloy, the Village Solicitor, has pre-
pared an opinion on the matter that
will be reviewed by the Planning and
Zoning Committee. He advised
Rauth that a response would be
forthcoming in January, 2004.

Peter Lowry, of 2 Oxford Av-
enue, who lives immediately adja-

cent to the “subject property,” said
that he has no problem with the use
of the garage, aesthetically or oth-
erwise. Steve Fletcher, of 221 Mi-
ami, addressed Council with an
apology to the mayor, council
members and residents for any-
thing that he inadvertently may
have done on his property. He ex-
pressed the opinion that “it is time
to put an end to this and get on
with more important things.”

Rate increases

Mayor Startsman reported
on correspondence that he has
received this month from CG&E
and Time Warner Cable. CG&E
plans to increase residential bills
by $1 per month to cover their
“Main Acceleration Program.”
Time Warner will, as of the first
of 2004, increase the rates on
basic and standard service by
$1.99 per month, and will in-
crease the cost of in-home termi-
nal units by $1 per month.

Credit card theft

Chief Bacon reported one case
of “bank fraud” affecting the Village
in November, 2003. Credit card
numbers were taken illegally. Our

police department was able to trace
the crime to Texas, Alaska, with ter-
mination in Ottawa Canada. The
credit card holder was able to re-
cover monies spent and the bank
did not lose money. Chief Bacon
wanted to stress the importance of
protecting your credit cards and
ATM cards. His suggestion is that
anytime you must use an ATM or
punch personal identification num-
bers into a telephone, make sure
that you cover the transaction from
the sight of any on-lookers.

Revamping the zoning ordinance

Councilman Olson said that
it is the intention of the Planning
and Zoning Committee to hire a
firm to review the Terrace Park
zoning ordinance and have the
firm make necessary recommen-
dations for change.

Removal of village trees
Councilman Jim Peterkin pro-
posed, and Council approved, a
resolution to pay $14,638 for the
removal of 26 trees because of
damage due to age, weather con-
ditions, and fungal activity. CG&E
has agreed to pay for the removal
of an additional 21 other affected

trees. Peterkin also mentioned in-
formation given to him by Randy
Haller about a boring insect that
infects even healthy ash trees.
This disease, originating in Michi-
gan, is reportedly moving south,
and could eventually affect Ter-
race Park trees.

“sexual predators” who might live in
nearby areas was initiated by Coun-
cilman Terry Howe. Councilman
Olson suggested that any one in-
terested in maintaining information
about potential offenders can ac-
cess the applicable Hamilton
County web site at www.HCSO.org.

It's 5:45 in the morning and | hear the first 10-ton Metro bus roll past
my back yard. No, | don’t hear the beautiful birds chirping every morning,
but a monstrous metro bus cruising down my street. Its brakes squeal as
it stops at Amherst and Floral and a loud roaring noise follows almost
immediately as it lumbers down the road. A new bus comes down my
street every 15 minutes during rush hour and one every hour during the
day. This adds up to over 35 metro buses a day. | know that Metro is
providing a service, but | think the village of Terrace Park should handle
its public transportation needs in a less intrusive way. Very few Terrace
park residents ride the metro buses. When there are bus pickups in
Terrace Park, very few residents ever get on the bus. | seldom see any-
one getting off the buses in the evening. The last Metro survey indicated
less than 40 people got on or off the bus inside Terrace Park. This amounts
to about one person for each bus trip through my neighborhood.

Tracking our past and present for the future

Awonderful book has come out
recently edited by Jennifer L. Howe
entitled Cincinnati Art-Carved Fur-
niture and Interiors. When The Cin-
cinnati Wing came out earlier this
year, | wrote about the Terrace Park
connections to this outstanding ex-
hibit at the Cincinnati Art Museum.
This new book and Jennifer Howe
have given us more information.

It was indeed Henry L. Fry who
came to this country in 1851 with
his son William Henry Fry. William
had 10 children, four girls and six

boys: Rose Marian, Laura Ann,
Mary, Lilly Freemont (married
Fischer), William Harold, Wilfred
Mason, Nicholas Longworth,
Berthold Saxon, George Gurth and
Henry Harewood. In our Building
Survey we show that Laura bought
726 Parkin 1930. She diedin 1943,
which is when the house evidently
went to her younger brother
Harewood. We also show four Fry
sisters living there including Fischer,
which would be all four of the sis-
ters.

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teaching in the Cincinnati area with
her father and grandfather and at
the Rookwood Pottery, Laura also
taught for many years at Purdue
University. This was a very famous
family of carvers so we can well be
proud that they once lived in Ter-
race Park. Does anyone have
memories of them?

I recommend this new book to
you since it contains most interest-
ing information and many excellent
illustrations. An appendix lists bio-
graphical information about Cincin-
nati Woodcarving students 1873-
1925. Here we find further links to
Terrace Park: Janet F. Wurlitzer,
later the mother of Peter Stites, and
Kate Robinson of Terrace Park.

Pat Fehl has been a very help-
ful resource about earlier days in
Terrace Park. When she read in my
November article about a ghost at
319 Harvard she was concerned.
What she remembered as a child
was that there were three empty lots
there where later were built 319,
323 and 327 Harvard. Every day a
woman living on Park came over the
bridge, leading her cow to graze for
the day on those three empty lots.
Toward evening the woman re-
turned to lead her cow home for the
night. Pat remembered the name
Boland on Park. When I looked in
the Building Survey, | found the
Bolands lived at 719 Park but ear-
lier Earl Boland evidently grew up
there living with his grandmother
Tecla Clara Wherle. It was after his
grandmother moved to a nursing
home that the Boland family lived
there. Was it perhaps Tecla’s cow
that grazed daily on three empty lots
on Harvard? A Mrs. Baldwin who
lived at 219 Oxford evidently owned
those lots as well as many others
in Terrace Park and then sold them
allin one day. Are there others who
can verify or add to this story?

Another part of Terrace Park
worth investigating in the future is
the low land between Douglas and
Denison Avenues, behind the log
cabin. It has a very interesting his-
tory and | welcome any information
readers can give me.

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Camp Dennison Café review

The first thing you notice when
walking into the Camp Dennison
Café is probably the comfortable,
country kitchen atmosphere it ex-
udes: small cozy tables with your
grandmother’s everyday table-

cloths, ceiling fans lazily twirling for
effect rather than a cool breeze,
coffee-sipping, card-playing ladies
seated comfortably at a four-top in
the back of the dining room, and
seemingly regular patrons entering
the restaurant Iooking asifthey are
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Don’t let Camp Dennison Café’s humble fagade fool you.
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all sharing a well-kept secret

But the secret is out. Camp
Dennison Café is definitely one of
the best casual dining spots in the
east side of Cincinnati inside the
275 loop. Serving traditional Ameri-
can fare for breakfast, lunch and
dinner during the week, and brunch
on Sundays, the homemade food
comes complete with service that
feels like it's coming out of
grandma’s kitchen.

Flavorful yet uncomplicated,
the food is well portioned without
giving you the “supersized” feeling.
The pulled pork sandwich is sweet
and tangy, a perfect compliment to
the homemade vegetable soup,
which was chunky yet tender
enough to feed to my six-toothed
toddler. The accompanying cab-
bage cole slaw is a perfect compli-
ment with its tangy sauce, and crisp
greens (considering myself some-
what of a cabbage cole slaw con-
noisseur because of my southern-
bred genetic makeup, and a real
taste for the stuff).

For heartier tastes, the lunch
menu runs a variety of offerings
from the special of Chicken and
Dumplin’s ($6.50), to Sirloin tips, or
Roast Pork with Mashed Potatoes
and Gravy (each at the same price).
The dinner menu is quite surpris-
ing, given that upon first glance you
might think this place merely a
sandwich joint. But, the Scampi
Italiano ($15.50) Boursin Salmon
($14.75), New Yorker Steak
($15.75), and the Classic Caesar
Salad (offered three different ways)
seems to bring in patrons from all
over Cincinnati who have heard the
rave word-of-mouth reviews of the
quaint little corner spot. If you en-
joy a glass of wine with your salmon,
however, be sure to bring your own
- corking and glasses are provided.
Their trademark homemade des-
serts are a fine finish.

Sundays are pretty busy with
their specialty brunches - Raisin
Walnut Custard Toast, Kentucky Hot
Brown Biscuits, Quiche du Jour,
Steak and Eggs, and Café Cakes (a
specialty pancake concoction that
changes weekly) will keep you com-
ing back until you've tried them all.

Tables are available for a limited
number outside on the back patio.

Camp Dennison Café is lo-
cated at the corner of Lincoln and
State Route 126, in the same build-
ing as the post office in Camp
Dennison. The hours are Monday -
Thursday, 8 a.m. - 7 p.m., Friday and
Saturday from 8 a.m. - 9 p.m., and
Sunday from 10 a.m. - 2 p.m. Ca-
tering and desserts made to order
are available.

2004 wage increases

Council members authorized
2004 pay increases for mainte-
nance crews and the Terrace Park
Police Department. Increases
were mostly to reflect inflation and
the cost of living. Mayor
Startsman reminded, however,
that our police department falls
into the bottom half of pay scales
for tri-state area police depart-
ment wages. He remarked that
pay for our police officers must
soon be increased to keep pace
or Terrace Park will begin to lose
good officers to other communi-
ties that offer better wages.

Village safety

Julie Rugh, Public Safety Com-
mittee Chairman, asked for ap-
proval for the expenditure of “Safety
Campaign” funds to purchase five
metal signs depicting the safety
logo that won the campaign contest.
The signs will be posted in locations
that adhere to the Uniform Traffic
Control laws. Councilmember Rugh
asked for and received approval
from Council to purchase pagers for
the Fire and EMS Departments,
and for the Fire Department to pur-
chase a “fire stick” that detects “live”
electric wires.

Parting words

After serving for 12 years,
Julie Rugh, in her final act as a Ter-
race Park council member, asked
Council to work diligently on two
important issues; “The Community
Building” and “The Bike Trail.” Rugh
stated that our community building
is gradually falling apart, and does
not always meet the needs of the
community. She urged Council to
do what needs to be done. She
suggested that if this means build-
ing a new community building, if

this means refurbishing the exist-
ing building, and/or if this means
the Village buying required adja-
cent property, the appropriate ac-
tion should be taken. She reminded
others that the “emergency ser-
vices area” is badly in need of up-
dating. Rugh said that she feels
that the bike trail is going to hap-
pen, and she would like to see the
emphasis on building a trail that will
be built to accommodate privacy
and safety issues and can also be
aesthetically pleasing.

Returning council members,
Chief Bacon, Chief Wilson, and
members of the administrative staff
expressed thanks and good wishes
to Mayor Startsman and departing
council members Jim Peterkin and
Julie Rugh. In departing remarks
the Mayor thanked everyone for
their kind words, as he reflected on
his 14 years of service to Terrace
Park, on the Village Council and as
Mayor. An anonymous benefactor
left cakes, cookies and soft drinks
for celebration refreshments, to say
good-bye and thank you to the
Mayor and out-going council mem-
bers. Heartfelt thanks were ex-
pressed by all.
