A lifetime
It right

From the time she was 12
years old, Jean Kinmonth read
House Beautiful magazine and
could look at a room and decide if
things weren't quite right. Jean ini-
tiated her first design project just
a few years later when she noticed
that her father’s favorite chair had
become worn and frayed. Since
Jean’s mother had passed away,
she took it upon herself to go to
J.C. Penney’s and have a slipcover
made. That humble teenage
project grew into a love of design
and eventually into the interior de-
sign business that Jean has
owned for 25 years.

“l was always wanting things to
look right,” explained Jean. “I love
for a room to look inviting and lived
in. Your eye tells you if it's not right.
The passion of it is being able to
find a way to fix what's wrong.”

Though Jean loved design, she
got her college degree in English
because it was the practical thing
to do at the time. She married and
started a family and in 1963 found
herself living in Indian Hill and go-
ing to church at St. Thomas in Ter-
race Park. Jean’s husband John
was transferred to Kansas City for
five years in 1971, but the family
moved back to their old neighbor-
hood in 1976.

Jean began to work one day
a week at the Yankee Dollar, origi-
nally owned by Vera and Howard
Andrews.

“| asked Vera if she thought |
could do it,” said Jean. “| told Vera
I would do it if she thought | could.
It was just done on a handshake.
Then | opened a shop in Milford
and started with Vera’s client list.

The business eventually
moved back into Terrace Park,
where it still is today on the corner
of Indian Hill Road and Given Road.

Award-winning author to visit
Seven Hills School

The Seven Hills School is
pleased to present award winning
author and poet Luis Rodriguez as
the guest author for its nineteenth
annual Books for Lunch author
luncheon Friday, February 4. His
talk will be “Imagining Peace and
Community in a Time of Violence
and Chaos.” The luncheon, which
is open to the community, will take
place at noon at the Westin Hotel
downtown. Sponsored by the
Seven Hills Upper School Parent
Association and Time Warner
Cable, Books for Lunch 2005 will
also include a Dinner with the au-
thor at the home of Seven Hills
parents on February 3 at 6:30 p.m.

Against tremendous odds, in-
cluding a youth immersed in gangs,
drugs and violence, Luis Rodriguez
has emerged as a leading Chicano
writer, with published books in
memoir, short stories, children’s lit-
erature and poetry. He is best
known for his memoir of gang life,
Always Running: La Vida Loca,
Gang Days in L.A., which won a
Carl Sandburg Literary Award and
was chosen as a New York Times
Notable Book for 1993.

The New York Times Book Re-
view stated about Always Running:
“Rodriguez’ account of his coming
of age is vivid, raw...fierce, and
fearless....Here’s truth no television
set, burning night and day, could
ever begin to offer.” Jonathon Kozol,
author of Savage Inequalities,
called Always Running “an abso-
lutely unique work: richly literary and
poetic, yet urgent and politically ex-
plosive at the same time.... A per-
manent testament to human cour-
age and transcendence.”

Luis Rodriguez’ other books in-
clude Republic of East L.A. (short
stories), Trochemoche (poetry), and
It Doesn’t Have To Be This Way: A
Barrio Story (bilingual childrenys
book). He has recently completed
his first novel, Music of the Mill,
which will be published in the spring
of 2005.

In addition to his writing, Luis
Rodriguez is the founder of Tia
Chucha Press, the publishing wing
of the Guild Complex, a not-for-
profit literary arts organization in
Chicago, which publishes socially-
engaged poetry. In 1997, Luis’
work with Youth Struggling for Sur-
vival, a Chicago based not-for-
profit community group working
with gang youth, was featured on

the Making Peace PBS TV series.
Luis was recognized by the lllinois
Teachers of English who awarded
him the 2000 lllinois Author of the
Year. And in 2001, Luis was hon-
ored as one of fifty individuals
from around the world to be rec-
ognized as “Unsung Heroes of
Compassion” in an award cer-
emony presided over by His Holi-
ness the Dalai Lama.

Rodriguez has spent more
than 20 years as an inspirational
speaker, conducting workshops
in prisons, juvenile facilities, and
migrant camps, as well as col-
leges and conferences. He cur-
rently resides in the San
Fernando Valley section of Los
Angeles, where his most recent
venture is Tia Chucha Café Cul-
tural, a bookstore, cafe, art gal-
lery and performance space.
