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Village trees and bike trail hot topics at council

Want to see the action but missed
the meeting? Cable 4 broadcasts
the most recent Terrace Park Village
Council meetings throughout the
month at the following times: Mon-
day at 5:30 p.m., Thursday at 10:30
p.m., and Saturday at 8:30 p.m.

Council members discussed
tree removal procedures prompted
by Councilman Jack Brown’s men-
tioning comments that he has re-
ceived from concerned residents.
Councilman Jeff Koreman began by
referencing the extensive work that
was done by Randy Haller this sum-
mer cataloguing all trees owned
and maintained by the Village of
Terrace Park. Trees were identified
and evaluated so that Randy can
continually review the pruning and
removal schedule.

Haller is the Village Urban For-
ester. He is extremely respected
by his peers in the field, and is
known to be one of the most knowl-
edgeable foresters in the State of
Ohio. Koreman noted that one of
Haller's primary goals is to save
trees in the village. He must, how-
ever, consider the safety of resi-
dents. Atree will be put on the re-
moval schedule if it is deemed to
be diseased or in a condition that
creates a hazard. Trees scheduled
to be taken down are marked with
a large red “X.” Council members
had a discussion and Jeff Koreman
agreed to ask Haller if a notice of
impending removal could be deliv-
ered to homes involved as more of
an advanced warning that a tree

would be removed.

Council exchanged ideas re-
garding construction and the pres-
ervation of trees in the Village
right-of-way. An ordinance has
been drafted stating that trees lo-
cated in proximity to building ac-
tivity should be protected, to the
“drip line,” with fencing. If the roots
are compromised (compression)
the tree can die even a year or two
after the damage.

Emerald ash borer

Koreman again complimented
the work of Haller in his bringing
together of 12 to 15 community rep-
resentatives to discuss the Emer-
ald Ash Borer. The ash borer rides
on leaves and, beginning in Michi-
gan, has killed most of the ash trees
in the upper mid-west. The ash
trees which are planted in the envi-
ronmental area will be used for
monitoring of the progression of this
pest in our area.

The bike trail

The Ohio Department of Natu-
ral Resources (ODNR) construction
crews (Sunesis Construction) are
now in Terrace Park. The comple-
tion of the bike trail is estimated for
late summer. Mayor Gohman said
that one of the main reasons for the
orange construction fencing placed
by the contractor is to make people
aware of the on-going activity and
to protect children by keeping them
away from the construction site.
Police Chief Jerry Hayhow reiter-
ated facts from a pre-construction
meeting that he attended. He stated

Construction begins
safety emphasized

The two mile section of the
Little Miami Scenic Trail running
through Terrace Park will be paved
by the end of this summer. Cur-
rently, the paved trail is more than
80 miles long starting at London,
Ohio and, once the Terrace Park
section is complete, ending at the
Little Miami Golf Center in Newtown.
Eventually, the trail will continue to
Cincinnati.

On Tuesday, February 7, rep-
resentatives from the Ohio Depart-
ment of Natural Resources, Little
Miami State Park, Sunesis Con-
struction and the Village of Terrace
Park held a public meeting in order
to offer residents some insight into
what is to be expected over the next
few months of construction. There
were no residents in attendance
other than those serving in an offi-
cial capacity.

The main message of the
evening was construction safety, es-
pecially for the children of Terrace
Park. While the trucks and big ma-
chines are attractive to little and big
kids alike, residents are asked to
stay off the trail and keep back a
safe distance. Fortunately, a major-
ity of the clearing and asphalt lay-
ing will be taking place while school
is in session. In fact, the project
managers were so concerned

about safety they proposed the
lunch break for the crew clearing the
trail should coincide with lunch at
the elementary school.

What to expect

Construction is scheduled to
be completed by September 29,
2006. While the big machines are
around, the trail will be deemed a
hard hat and safety goggle area for
the expected three-man crew. The
trail will be closed to the public.
Main entrances to the trail will be
blocked with orange fences and
several construction signs will be
posted. Trespassers can be ar-
rested. All construction will occur
between the hours of 7a.m. and 7
p.m. Monday through Friday and 9
a.m. and 5 p.m. on Saturday as
mandated by a village ordinance
governing work hours.

The first phase of construc-
tion, trimming of brush along the
trail, was scheduled to begin the
week of February 13 and will take
approximately two weeks. This
work is one of the most danger-
ous stages of the construction be-
cause the giant brush hogs used
to clear the brush can hurl debris
up to 300 feet.

After some preparation, a
base layer of asphalt will be layed,

shift then move to the afternoon shift (3 p.m. to 11 p.m.).

that among other dangers, equip-
ment is being utilized that is capable
of shooting a 2 x 4 board approxi-
mately 300 feet. Chief Hayhow
noted that residents should stay off
of the path and out of the construc-
tion area.

Mayor Gohman reflected that
it “saddened” him to see that some-

one had already ripped down the
orange fencing. The mayor re-
minded residents that the fence is
there to keep the children safe. It
has now been repaired and Mayor
Gohman affirms that residents
should respect the fence. Chief
Hayhow wants residents to know
that the bike trail is on state prop-

erty and state rangers will also be
patrolling the area.

Originally drafted by ODNR,
the Memorandum of Agreement for
the bike trail, as revised by Terrace
Park Council, has been returned by
ODNR. Village Solicitor Robert
Malloy has the memo for review.
Malloy said, as changed, the docu-
ment does not give Terrace Park
enforcement rights. The agreement
is more of a memorandum of un-
derstanding than a contract.

The attorney for the ODNR has
basically deleted anything that gives
the Village Council authority. Coun-
cilman Mark Porst expressed dis-
appointment regarding control by
the village of access points. Coun-
cilman Jack Brown is concerned
with maintenance of the trail, say-
ing the document does nothing to
the advantage of Terrace Park.
Councilman Koreman said that
even if we are not coming from a
position of power, at least a rela-
tionship of trust has been estab-
lished, and an avenue of communi-
cation has been opened. Council-
man Terry Howe suggested that
Council try again to revise the docu-
ment. It was agreed that a request
would be made for another meet-
ing to discuss the memorandum.

First female police officer
History was made as the first
female Terrace Park Police Officer
was sworn in at the Council meet-
ing. Jill Blanton Luther will begin as
a full time Patrol Officer on Febru-

then fencing will be installed. The
fencing part of the project will take
the longest time of all the phases.
In fact, the fencing is also the most
expensive part of the project.
More than one third of the budget
is dedicated to fencing. That's
$387,000 of a $1,021,350 budget.
There is also $50,000 set aside for
landscaping.

When the fencing is complete,
a final layer of asphalt will be
poured, lines will be painted and the
trail will be open for business.

Access and fencing
Once complete, the only easy

access to the trail will be where it
crosses New Street. There will also
be an entrance where the trail
crosses over EIm Ave. near the
pool. This access will follow the
footpath already worn in by resi-
dents. The fencing and possible
railroad tie steps for this area are
still under discussion. None of the
access points in Terrace Park will
appear on trail maps. Fencing
along the trail will vary.

Funding

The core money for this project
came from state construction
money that was appropriated in the
early 90s. Within the last six months
additional money came from the
land and water conservation fund
(Department of the Interior) and the
Recreational Trail Program (part of
the federal gas tax).

No horses allowed

Horses will not be allowed
on this section of the trail. There
is limited space and to allow
horse traffic the trail would have
to be wider. The trail will be 20
feet wide with 20 feet of brush
on either side. Horses are not
currently allowed on the other
completed parts of the trail in
Hamilton County.

Master composter training 2006

Nature seems to have a way
of taking care of itself, one way be-
ing through composting. This pro-
cess, when decayed organic waste
is transformed into fertilizer, is a
great system to incorporate into a
home garden.

The Civic Garden Center of
Greater Cincinnati and the Hamilton
County Solid Waste Management
District are partnering to provide a
three week compost training course.
This class informs residents on how
to determine which compost bin is
best for them and how to construct

it. The class also discusses the bi-
ology of a compost pile and the life
cycle of decomposing matter. Par-
ticipants are also educated on worm
bins and are given the opportunity
to make one for a nominal fee.
This three week course is free
and will be offered at two different
times. The spring class will be on
Wednesdays, March 1, 15 and 22
from 5:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. Thefall
class will be on Saturdays, Septem-
ber 2,9 and 16 from 9 a.m. to noon.
All classes will be held at the Civic
Garden Center of Greater Cincin-
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nati located at 2715 Reading Road.

Classes are free and every par-
ticipant will build and take home a
wire compost bin. In order to suc-
cessfully complete the course, ev-
ery attendee is required to complete
15 hours of community service.
There are numerous different vol-
unteer opportunities to fit your
schedule and interests.

Tracking our past and present for the future

Let me just start out by saying
how delighted we are with the re-
sponse to our membership drive.
Now that the Historical Society has
well over 200 memberships (at a
variety of different levels) it's time
again to thank all those who have
contributed to the Terrace Park His-
torical Society in ways other than
monetarily.

Last month in a letter to the
editor, Tim and Elaine Fening com-
plained about my Village Views ar-
ticle before the 2005 Garden Club/
Historical Society “Generation
Renovation” House Tour. They
were upset that | had not put in
more information about their house
at 615 Miami Avenue. When the
Terrace Park Woman’s Club
started the survey of buildings in
Terrace Park in 1995, we asked
people to submit any information
they had about their house and its
owners. Many people did and | am
taking this opportunity to ask
people to continue to do so. | col-
lect information yearly from build-
ing permits but they very often do
not give details of the renovations.
We'd be glad to include those de-
tails in www.tpsurvey.org if
homeowners will give them to us.

We've had some other very in-
teresting donations recently.
Joanne Kennedy had a side-view
picture of the Meurer/Cooke home
at 731 Miami Avenue and made a
copy of it for us. Many of you will
remember that Charles Meurer was
a very prominent Cincinnati artist in
the first part of the 20" century who
chose to build his home here on the
Little Miami River. This picture very
clearly shows the box-like original
third floor of the house. Does any-
one know if this third floor was used
as his studio?

Many of you will also remem-
ber Postmaster Lillian Droescher
and others of her family. Launa
Droescher, married to one of Mrs.
Droescher’s grandsons, has just
sent us copies of two certificates

concerning Mrs. Droescher. The
first comes from Harry S. New who
was in 1925 Postmaster General
of the United States of America.
That's when Mrs. Droescher was
first appointed and commissioned
Postmaster at Terrace Park. In
1945 Harry S. Truman, President
of the United States of America,
“nominated, and by and with the
advice and consent of the Senate”
appointed Mrs. Droescher post-
master at Terrace Park. This is
signed by President Truman.
Launa has also included some ge-
nealogical information, which is
very useful in fitting Mrs. Droescher
into her family.

Barbara Schmidt is a relative
of Helen Barnett and thus of the
Breiling family. In 1886 they built
one of the early Terrace Park
homes at 302 Oxford. Barbarawas
cleaning out boxes at her home
and found some very interesting
papers concerning Terrace Park
and the Breiling home, which she
has donated to us. One paper
signed by Russell Errett and C.
Floto is dated February 1893. Part
of it says, “The undersigned, legal

agents for the incorporation of the
village of Terrace Park, have fin-
ished their labors, so far as the pre-
liminaries to incorporation are con-
cerned, and beg to submit to the
citizens the amount of cost in-
curred.” That cost was $209.62,
consisting of "Advertising Ex-
pense, Legal Notice, Recorder’s
Fees, Incidental Expense.” “This
will have to be paid before final in-
corporation can take place.” Lois
Breiling’s share of this expense
was $3, which he paid. He was
Mayor of Terrace Park from 1898
to 1901. There is also a receipt
signed by John W. Pattison for $50
paid by Louis Breiling for Lots 6 &
7 in Pattison & luens’ subdivision
where they built their home. Also
included in this donation are many
very interesting papers concerning
the building of that home. Earlier
Barbara gave us pictures of the
Breiling home and the family who
first lived there. Al though Barbara
could not identify most of the pic-
tures, Helen Barnett could. What
pictures, papers and information
do you have pertaining to Terrace
Park and its residents that you
might be willing to donate? | as-
sume everyone knows we can
make copies of items that you still
want to keep but that may also be
of interest to us.

Tips on learning vocabulary
(So you will never forget it)

By Vivian Franz, Ph.D.

1. Cardinal Rule: Learn vo-
cabulary in context. Don’t merely
try to attach meanings to words. It
is unlikely that you will remember
isolated words and dictionary
meanings. Instead, use context.
Example: integral/adj./necessary,
being an essential part of some-
thing. “Mealtimes are an integral
part of family life.”

2. Read with two books, the
book you are reading and a dictio-
nary, so you can learn words new
to you in context. Whenever pos-
sible, write word meanings right in
your book.

3. This is important. Review
vocabulary new to you within three
hours of your first exposure to it.
This means that when you study
vocabulary you must schedule time
for review. You must make review
a part of your on-going study plan.
Review is essential to remember-
ing. If you wish to retain informa-
tion, you must review.

4. When you come to a word
new to you, practice these steps:

See it, say it, hear it, write it. Use all
four senses to help you remember.
(If you could smell it, that would
probably also help.) You are taking
new information to your brain.
When you look at the new word say
it aloud, you hear it. If it is aca-
demic, write it. See it, say it, hear
it, write it.

5. Don’t try to memorize long
lists of words with prefixes and
suffixes. Learn two or three ex-
amples of each, then apply what
you know. For example, pre
means before: preview, preschool,
precede (go before). Cide, as a
suffix, means killer: homicide, in-
secticide, fungicide.

6. Be a word detective. Look
for parts of the word you already
know. Consider the word “incontro-
vertible.” Say: “in” means not. The
“controv” part may be related to the
word “contoversy.” If there is no
controversy, it is not able to be
questioned. It is indisputable.

Additionally, look for word fami-
lies or related words. Then use the

context with the above techniques
to unlock the new word. Whatever
you do, don'tjust pass over the word
that is new to you!

7. Finally, you can make up
your own “tricks” to help you remem-
ber troublesome words. Hubris
means arrogance. Think of some-
one you know who is arrogant. At-
tach the word to a name. A good
name for “hubris” is Hubert. “Arro-
gant Hubert,” for example. Again,
use context to help you.

Remember, you are not learn-
ing for a test; you are learning for
alifetime. Whether we like it or not,
people judge us in part by how we
write and how we speak. In addi-
tion-think about it-the only thing
we have in life that can’t be taken
away from us, as long as we re-
main healthy, is what we know. All
material things can vanish. But, if
we know a lot-principles, con-
cepts, ideas, facts-we will prob-
ably always be able to solve prob-
lems, to cope, to take care of our-
selves and others. Isn’t that what
we really want?

Now, review this within three
hours, so you will remember.
