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Zoning code and fire house topics at
December Council

When asked by Mayor Jay
Gohman for his report, Councilman
Stefan Olson announced that he
had a “Christmas present” for the
Village. Olson addressed the
mayor and council with the news
that the final draft zoning regula-
tions document is now complete.
The draft will be given to the Plan-
ning and Zoning Committee for re-
view. Olson is hopeful that the
committee will hold public meet-
ings in February. Olson reported
that the zoning document will be
posted on the web site for the Ter-
race Park Historical Society so that
residents will have access to re-
view. When construction of the Ter-
race Park web site is completed,
the document will be posted there.
Ten copies of the draft document
are available, for loan to residents,
at the community office. These may
be checked out but must be re-
turned. Olson requested that the
borrowed copies not be marked
with notes. He went on to say that
anyone wanting a copy to keep

should ask Pat, in the office, to
make a copy for them. Mayor
Gohman thanked Councilman
Olson for all of the work that he has
done on behalf of the Village to
make the proper revisions to the
Zoning Ordinance.

Community building and fire
house

Councilman Jeff Koreman re-
ported on the construction sched-
ule for the Community Building
and Fire House. As of the date of
the Council meeting, on Decem-
ber 12, 2006, the project was off-
schedule by 24 days, 10 days for
weather, and 14 days for labor. A
delay for installation of electric
occurred because Cincinnati Bell
had not been contacted for re-
moval of wires and poles prior to
the scheduled installation day for
the Duke Energy. Koreman reit-
erated that a previously unknown
situation was discovered regard-
ing the asphalt areas that were
scheduled for re-paving. When
trucks “sunk” into the existing as-
phalt, it was decided that four feet

of gravel fill would be needed for
the stability of the ground. The
contractor who will do the paving
stated that he would not guaran-
tee the job if the proper fill was not
installed in the area. Koreman
suggested that this work is a ne-
cessity and talked about the future
heavy fire and EMS equipment
traffic that will occur.

Duct work in the Community
Building was re-worked to accom-
modate the heating/air condition-
ing units specified by the architect
and the structural engineer.
Koreman reported that the addi-
tional items still did not over-run the
budget for electric and heating/air
conditioning.

The mayor and council ex-
pressed concern that Koreman is
spending a lot of time, on a daily
basis, with the project. Koreman
stated that Grant Hesser, who was
contracted on an hourly basis to act
as the Project Manager, spends
about two hours on the site daily
and has been the one to handle
problems, etc. Koreman said that
he usually visits the site everyday.

Construction bids

The mayor talked about the
calls that he had received regard-
ing the construction bidding for the
Community Building and Fire
House. Koreman responded by
saying that council had nothing to
do with the choice of sub-contrac-
tors. The chosen general contrac-
tor elected to use the bids that they
thought appropriate for sub-con-
tractor work.

Our leaf collection gladiators
Councilman Koreman men-
tioned, and residents may have
noticed, that the crew driving and
operating the leaf pick-up equip-
ment has had a horrendous job this
year. The collection was time con-
suming and on some days was
done in very inclement weather.
Council expressed gratitude for

what every one knows was a diffi-
cult task. Our great and much ap-
preciated Village Crew came
through again.

Private street services

Councilman James Muennich
discussed a pending resolution
that would facilitate leaf collec-
tion services on private streets.
It was determined, however, that
the acceptability of streets
(whether they meet the require-
ments within the ordinance
document) shall be reviewed
and approved, or not-approved,
by the Street Commissioner. It
was determined that there is a
designation between “private
streets” and private driveways.
This was the first reading of this
resolution and will be discussed
at future meetings.

Terrace Park Historical Society
Tracking our past and present for the future

By Carol C. Cole

Sacramento California is defi-
nitely a place interested in conser-
vation and preservation since they
have devoted several city blocks to
their Old Town. Not only have they
preserved a large group of their
older buildings in that area but they
also have a group of historic mu-
seums to explain the history of the
area and what made it important.
Like Cincinnati, Sacramento is a
river city in which steam played a
large part: first with steamboats
and then with railroads, both of
which —are prominent in
Sacramento’s Old Town.

An unusual attraction is the five
story Delta King, the last of
California’s original steam paddle-
wheelers and a 1920s Prohibition-
era pleasure palace. It's now a
floating hotel, restaurant and the-
ater and can be explored in the
public areas. Most of the parts for
the twin “million dollar boats,” the
Delta King and the Delta Queen,
were “fabricated” between 1924
and 1927 in Scotland. Just the
paddlewheel shaft and cranks were
forged in Germany. Both boats
were assembled in Stockton Cali-
fornia and completed on May 20"
1927 ready to run on the so-called
“Delta Route” between Sacramento
and San Francisco, the Sacra-
mento-San Joaquin River Delta,
from which they got their names.
This service lasted until September
1940 when the Golden Gate Inter-
national Exposition on Treasure Is-
land in San Francisco closed.

Soon after that, during World
War Il, both boats were taken over
by the United States Navy, first as
receiving ships for naval reservists
and later as emergency hospital
transports. By 1946 they were no
longer needed by the Navy. That’s
when our Greene family at 716 Flo-
ral Avenue in Terrace Park came
into the picture. In December 1946
Tom R. Greene of the Greene Line
Steamers of Cincinnati purchased
the Delta Queen from the War Ship-
ping Administration. After neces-
sary preparations she came on the
open ocean and through the
Panama Canal to New Orleans,

then up the Mississippi and Ohio
rivers to Pittsburgh for a major over-
haul. By June of 1948 she was
again ready for the passenger ser-
vice we're all familiar with on the
Ohio and Mississippi rivers, but by
1973 the Greene family was no
longer involved. In 1952 the steam
engines, the machinery and the
paddlewheel of the Delta King were
removed and sold to Tom Greene
as spare parts for the Delta Queen.
Aboard the Delta King today are
models of the two steamboats to-
gether along with some pictures of
Tall Stacks 1992 in Cincinnati. If you
want to read more about the adven-
tures of the Delta King between the
time the Navy owned it and its ar-
rival back in Sacramento go to
www.steamboats.org/gal-dk.htm.

Another star attraction in
Sacramento’s Old Town is the
California State Railroad Mu-
seum, the largest train museum in
the USA. One of the wonderfully
restored cars there is a mail car
where one can see in detail just
how mail was delivered and
picked up from Terrace Park when
the Pennsylvania Railroad ran sev-
eral trains a day where the newly
completed bike trail runs now. While
the train was still going at 50 miles
an hour a clerk, timing the proce-
dure very carefully, kicked or threw
a full mail bag out of the open door
so that it would land at the base of
a tall pole being careful also not to
hit any of the people who might be
standing by. If the bag was not
thrown far enough away from the
tracks there was the danger that it
might be caught under the train and
the mail destroyed. Calculating just
when to send the mailbag out was
difficult in itself.

On the afore mentioned pole
mail to be picked up by a train “was
hung on a special hook called a
‘catcher crane.” The mail was locked
in a ‘catcher pouch’ that was hung,
bottom side up, on the crane. ... The
‘catcher pouch’ was made of very
sturdy canvas and had a curved
bottom. The bulk of the mail went
here. At the center of the bag was
a belt, which was strapped to about

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wrist diameter, forming a thin spot
for the train’s ‘catcher arm’ to grab
the bag as the train roared through.
About two or three bundles of let-
ters, which were to be handled first
were putin the top of the bag. Then
a belt-like strap closed the pouch
and itwas locked. These straps and
belts were riveted to the pouch.
Both the top and bottom part of the
catcher pouch had quarter-inch ‘D’
rings used to secure the pouch on
the ‘catcher crane.” The bag was
hung upside down so the top
heavier half would drop down
across the ‘catcher arm’ locking it
in place until the clerk could re-
moved the pouch.” On the outside
of the mail car was the ‘catcher arm’
(sometimes called a ‘catcher hook’)
that was raised with a large lever to
hook the mailbag off the ‘catcher

crane’ at just the right moment.
There were “L’ bolts at the end of
the bottom and top arms of the
crane. The bolts swiveled letting the
pouch leave the crane when
grabbed by the ‘catcher arm.” Once
the mail was inside the mail car the
sorting job began. The insides of
the car were lined with large can-
vas mailbags for hand sorting the
mail according to its destination.
Stan Miller, long time Village clerk,
was a Railway Mail Clerk, sorting
letters on the New York Central Rail-
road between Cincinnati and Cleve-
land, which was an overnight trip.
At the time of World War Il
Gene Brunner, a son of Clarence
Brunner who ran the Cities Service
Station on the corner of EIm Avenue
and Wooster Pike, held the job of
transferring mailbags from our post

office, just up the hill from the train
tracks on Terrace Place, to and from
the trains. He was drafted into the
US Navy and the postmaster
couldn’t find anyone to take his
place. Thus Lee Stegemeyer, just
14 years old in 1943 and a fresh-
man at Terrace Park High School,
became “Mail Transfer Clerk”. Post-
master Mrs. Droescher evidently
persuaded Lee’s parents that he
should have the job since he al-
ready spent a lot of time at the post
office and watching the trains go
through. It's Lee who wrote the
description of how the ‘catcher
crane’ worked. He said one had to
be 16 to work for the government
but the postmaster insisted he was
of legal age to do the job.

Since we have houses in Ter-
race Park made of cement another
use in trains interested me. Evi-
dently there is a 6-inch layer of ce-
ment below the floor of Pullman
sleeping cars to help stabilize the
cars and give them a smoother ride.

A visit to Sacramento’s Old
Town is well worth including in a
trip west. There is much more to
be seen than I've mentioned here
but you can tell that as far away as
California there are things to be
learned about steamboats and rail-
roads in Ohio.
