The December meeting of
the council for the Village of Ter-
race Park was called to order by
Mayor Tepe. The first order of
business was the passing of a res-
olution presented by Mr. LeMay
to appointment Hester Sullivan as
part time administrative assistant
and Clerk of Council for the Vil-
lage. Mayor Tepe then performed
the swearing in of two new auxil-
iary police officers, Joseph Mur-
ray and Kelly Garner.

Mayor: Mayor Tepe continued
by thanking Liz Carr and Caroline
Renneker for the organization of
the Luminaire event, and also Kate
Webster and Claudia Potter for or-
ganizing the Lighting on the Green.
The Mayor also expressed a wish
for a taller tree on the Green for
next year. He then thanked Mela-
nie Stutenroth for her service to the
village and welcomed her replace-
ment Hester Sullivan.

The Mayor and Council then
thanked all of the village volun-
teers, employees, and residents for
their service to the village for the
2016 year:

Emergency Services Depart-
ment, POD 94 crew, Zoning Board
of Appeals, Planning and Zoning
Commission, Magistrate, Pros-
ecutor, Clerk of the Courts, Vil-
lage Operations, Council members,
Police Department, Maintenance
Department, Legal Counsel, Build-
ing Official, and Village arborist.

Without the hard work and support
of all of these people, The Village
of Terrace Park would not be as
wonderful of a place to reside in.

Solicitor: ~ Mr. Forbes an-
nounced that the state legislature
in its end of the year session passed
several pieces of legislation that
may affect small governments such
as Terrace Park. These bills will be
analyzed in the near future for there
impact upon the Village.

EMS: As of the month of
December the department has
responded to 135 emergency
medical runs and 15 since the
last council meeting. The current
training class of four is moving
forward but Mr. Maggard strong-
ly emphasized the need for more
volunteers to train for the 2017
fall class. A discussion ensued
on how to obtain more trainees
especially from Village residents.
Currently there are several EMS
members that do not reside in
the Village. Council asked how
they could assist in encourag-
ing residents to become volun-
teers. Membership numbers are
approaching a CRITICAL level.
The only alternative would be
to go to an outside agency at an
enormous cost.

Fire: Chief Frey expressed
similar concerns as to the need for
more trained volunteers, also espe-
cially Village residents. He noted
each fire run includes six to eight

volunteers. He emphasized to resi-
dents that the free training one re-
ceives is valuable for life.

Police/Streets: Chief Hayhow
noted that there continues to be in-
cidents of unlocked car break-ins
and stressed once again the need to
always lock car doors and remove
valuables.

Reports:

Buildings/Grounds: A match-
ing grant has been received to cover
the cost of installing a bathroom in
the log cabin. Michaelson Homes
submitted by far the lowest bid and
construction will shortly begin.

Finance: Two resolutions were
presented and approved regarding
the budget for the 2016 and 2017
years. Mr. LeMay stated that there
has been no increase in Village
monies and that there is an ad-
equate amount of cash reserves to
begin the next fiscal year.

Public Works: Leaf pick-up
has concluded with an increase
of 20 more loads from the previ-
ous year. A thanks was given to
the crew who even worked on
weekends to avoid picking up rain
soaked leaves.

The meeting concluded with
one of the several high school
government students in atten-
dance explaining their purpose in
attending council meetings. The
next council meeting will be in
January of a new year.

In Spain it is customary to
have 12 grapes at hand; one grape
is eaten at each strike of the clock
at midnight.

In France some regard the
weather as a predictor of the up-
coming year: wind blowing east,
good yield; wind blowing west, fish
and livestock will do well; wind
blowing south, good weather for
the year; and wind blowing north
crop failure.
