You may not recognize a new
tree on your street.

This is a single leaf of the
Kentucky coffee tree, (Gymno-
cladus dioicus) of the Pea Fam-
ily (Fabaceae). It has a very large
double compound leaf-one to
three feet long. The primary and
secondary stems, that look more
like small branches, fall off with
the leaf in fall making the young
tree look especially bare in win-
ter.

The Kentucky coffee is a
hardy native tree that has almost
disappeared because the mam-
moths and giant ground sloths
that scarified (scratched the seed
coats to allow them to germinate)
are gone. The outer cover of a
Kentucky coffee seed is about
the thickness of Masonite and the
strength of Formica. I use a bench
grinder to ‘scratch’ the seeds be-

fore attempting to germinate
them. There are ten Kentucky
coffee trees planted on Miami,
Fieldstone, and Winding Brook,
five more will be planted this fall.

A walk through the gardens of England

On a rainy January afternoon,
Wes Duren of Marvin’s Garden
Center of Lebanon, introduced
the Terrace Park Garden Club to
the beautiful gardens of England.
While studying horticulture there,
he and his wife visited the coun-
try’s many beautiful gardens. He
found that these gardens have a
depth of color, texture, and struc-
ture that many American gardens
lack. The following gardens are
just a few that are on his list of not
to be missed when planning a trip
to Britain:

1) Wisley Botanical Gardens-
located in County of Surry which
is south of London. This is one of
Duren’s favorites.

2) Chelsea Physics Garden is
a London garden founded in 1673
as an Apothecaries Garden.

3) Holehird Garden located
in northwest England’s Cumbria
County. This lovely garden sits
above the town of Windemere and
is maintained exclusively by 200
volunteers. The 2000 year old
rock walls and beautiful views of
the English hillside add additional
charm.

4) Sizergh Castle Garden can
be found at the 14th century castle
and has a lovely formal English
Garden and is also in the county
of Cumbria.

5) Biddulph Grange, found
in Biddulph, Staffordshire County,
England, is like visiting the gar-
dens of the world. From Ancient
Egyptian, to Chinese, Italian, and
Scottish glens, to tunnels and
rocks to climb, it is a wonderful
experience not only for adults but
children as well.

If a trip to England is not on
your vacation plans this year,

Duren recommends that we
visit our own Loveland Castle in
Symmes Township. He has had
the privilege to be the head gar-
dener there for several years. Late
May to mid- June is one of the best
times to visit the beautiful rain
gardens and other landscaping that
has been added through the years.
After sharing his stunning
garden pictures he offered a few
organic garden tips. To have an
azalea garden you must have the
soil just right. By using finely
ground pine bark, course sand
and compost, and in an area that
offers good drainage, azaleas will
do well. To keep down weeds
without using chemicals he offers
a couple ‘tips.” Design a flower
bed with a lot of plants which will
naturally crowd out the weeds.
Use four to six inches of pine
straw which inhibits germination
of weeds.

rail tracks. Bandits preyed on the
slow-moving trains. Linda’s father,
5 years old at the time, was excited
when they passed bodies of men
hanging from telephone poles.

for an observation post for artillery.
Grandmother and the children
found themselves in the middle of
a battle between the Mexican army
and Pancho Villa’s revolutionaries.
Soldiers ran between the church
and the canons across the street.
Linda’s father snuck up into the bell
tower to watch the fighting.

Hidden under the floor in
her house, a young friend of aunt
Mary’s discovered a large cache of
jewelry and gold coins. The girls
cashed one at a time to have won-
derful, forbidden adventures: a trip
to a carnival and rides in a plane,
shopping for toys and French dolls.
Merchants in town spoiled the fun
when they told the father. The fam-
ily living in the “cache” house soon
moved to Mexico City to pursue a
life of comfort and leisure.

Another hacienda had been
owned by a Frenchman who made
a huge fortune off gambling and
returns from exorbitant rate loans.
He was forced to flee on horse-
back. Many of those he exploited
dug large holes inside and out of
the home looking for his treasure
in vain. Linda’s uncle was visiting
the site and in front of the chapel
saw a paint covered 15-foot replica
of the Eifel Tower made in France
by the old owner. Uncle scraped
some paint off revealing a soft, sil-
very metal. He never found out if
it was truly silver. Had the canny
Frenchman hidden his treasure in
plain sight above ground?

Mariemont Schools achieve
distinction of AP District Honor

The College Board named the
Mariemont City School District as
one of the top school districts in
the United States and Canada and
has placed the district on the 7th
annual AP District Honor Roll. At
the February Mariemont Board of
Education meeting, Dr. Rashida
Savage from the College Board
and Dr. James Renner, principal
at Mariemont High School, recog-
nized the Mariemont High School
Advanced Placement (AP) teach-
ers.

“This is the first time we have
been on the AP Honor Roll and I
congratulate all of our staff who
either teach AP courses or prepare
our students to take AP courses,”
said Dr. James Renner, principal
at Mariemont High School. “The
rubric for getting on the honor roll
is impressive. It takes the efforts
of every one of our AP teachers to
achieve the tremendous results we
do year after year.”

The honor roll consists of the
433 school districts in the U.S.
