He also welcomed Jill McAdoo,
a fully certified EMT who just
moved to Terrace Park from Ari-
zona.

Public Safety: Regina Sharp
presented and council passed
Resolution 2-2, 2020 to appoint Jill
McAdoo to the volunteer emer-
gency medical services depart-
ment.

Planning & Zoning: John
Gaskey presented for a first read-
ing, Ordinance 2-1, 2020 autho-
rizing the village administrator
to enter into an agreement with
Hamilton County related to ser-
vices of the Hamilton County
Building official. He explained that
this would utilize the services that
Hamilton County already provides
versus Terrace Park continuing to
employ our own building official.
He will present it to council for a
vote at the March meeting.

Finance: Jeff LeMay present-
ed Resolution 2-1, 2020 requesting
the county auditor to make tax ad-
vances during the year 2020 pur-
suant to Ohio Revised Code. This
allows us to get our tax advances
earlier. The resolution passed.

With no new business, the
Mayor adjourned the meeting.

Saying Goodbye to Bill Pendl

The community of Terrace
Park said goodbye to one of its fin-
est on February 3, as Bill Pendl was
remembered at a Requiem Mass
at St. Thomas Church. Bill died on
January 22, with his children, Da-
vid, Jeff and Holly Bortz and his
wife, Debby, at his side at home in
Terrace Park. Bill and his late wife,
Jane, moved to Terrace Park in 1967
and raised their family here.

Bill touched many lives as col-
league, neighbor, coach, mentor
and friend.

He was born in 1932 in South
Bend, Indiana, where there’s a street
named Pendl. He graduated from
his much-revered alma matter De-
Pauw University, served in the Air
Force, and had a well-respected ca-
reer with IBM. Tennis gave Bill his
wonderfully unique outlook. More
than simply a sport, it can be said
that tennis was his way of life. His
commitment, support and love of
tennis became a driving force for
much of his life and service to oth-
ers, both for DePauw as a volunteer
tennis coach until recently, and the
tennis community itself.

Bill had two families, the Pendl
family and the DePauw University
Tiger tennis family. His accom-
plishments and devotion to tennis
resulted in Bill's induction into the
DePauw Athletic Hall of Fame and
the Greater Cincinnati Tennis As-
sociation Hall of Fame among many
accolades.

rom Lightning

From The Cincinnati Post

Escaping from deaths jaws
a half dozen times in his notable
career, “Governor” John E Rob-
inson, veteran millionaire circus
owner, was the target of a myste-
rious electric agency during the
storm Thursday afternoon. He was
sitting in his suite of offices in the

arch 26, 1904

Robinson Homestead at the circus
farm near Terrace Park when sud-
denly there was a frightening flash
of lightning followed by a crack-
ing and spitting of fire from the
telephone battery. Governor Rob-
inson ran to another room. Three
telephones centering at one point

on the wall were demolished by
the shock and the wainscoting in
the office was set on fire. Governor
Robinson shouted for help. Ser-
vants found the circus magnet bor-
dering on nervous prostration from
his experience. The fire was put out
by a bucket brigade.
