Terrace  Park  Village
Council met briefly Sept. 12.
Here are highlights:

o The pedestrian path
that connects Wrenwood
and Denison Lanes is receiv-
ing short-term and long-
term attention in response to
residents’ concern about its
maintenance, safety and in-
adequacy to accommodate
golf carts and double-wide
strollers. For now, the path is
closed to golf carts, the drop-
oft will be filled with asphalt
and bushes along the connec-
tor have been trimmed. To

achieve a permanent solution,
easement issues need to be
addressed and the Ohio De-
partment of Transportation
(ODOT), Hamilton County
Park District and local resi-
dents will need to be involved.
o Council passed a
resolution to facilitate ODOT’s
resurfacing of Wooster Pike
through the village most likely
in 2023 and another resolution
to repair the alley entrance at
Terrace Place this fall by a con-
tractor hired by the village.
