Terrace Park Garden Club
members and Terrace Park El-
ementary School first graders
with their teachers, Kevin Ma-
ness and Megan Buchman, gath-
ered on April 28th at the outdoor
classroom for an Arbor Day cel-
ebration. The kids shared the im-
portance of trees as they give us
paper and building materials, air
to breathe, nesting for birds and
shaded shelter for animals.

Garden Club members told
the class about Julius Sterling
Morton and his wife, Caroline
who moved from Detroit, Michi-
gan to 160 acres on the treeless
plains of Nebraska City and how
they started planting a variety of
trees and shrubs.
